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OUT OF PROVINCE REQUIREMENTS

DRIVER’S LICENCE

** 
You will need your out of province driver’s license. If this is not available, you will require a 


Confirmation letter and Driver’s Abstract from the province you are currently licensed in.  This 


can be faxed directly to us.

**
You will also require a legal presence document, such as: Canadian Birth Certificate, Valid


Canadian Passport, FAST Membership, Secure Certificate of Indian Status Card (Federal issued)


Confirmation of Permanent Residence, Permanent Resident Card, Work or Study Permit, 


Valid Temporary Resident Visa.

**
You will require Proof of Alberta Residency, such as:  Mortgage Agreement, Lease/Rental 

Agreement, Utility Bill with an Alberta address, a payroll stub from an Alberta employer, or a 

Letter of Employment, or a mailed Bank/Credit card statement with Alberta address.

VEHICLE REGISTRATION

** 
You will need a Request for Inspection for the incoming vehicle, obtained from us, which you 

would then take to an approved mechanic/dealership who is certified to do the out of province 

inspection. We recommend calling around as prices may vary. Approved inspection locations can


be found at www.alberta.ca/out-of-province-vehicle-inspections.aspx

Once the vehicle passes the inspection, the mechanic will give you a certificate to return to 

us.  This certificate is only valid for 14 days from the date of inspection.

When you are ready to register your vehicle, you will need to have with you:  Proof of valid 

Alberta Insurance  ** Identification  ** Previous registration or a bill of sale or lease agreement  ** 

Out of Province Inspection Certificate.
